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Much revered by the public, Modigliani is largelyheited on the rails of prestigious Art

collectors as well as on those of prevailing Musswinthe World. Modigliani remains one of the most
sought after artists.

Since he died very young, the amount of his wodcent, and loans often unobtainable, hence the
difficulty of paying homage to the Master of Leghor

However the works on show in this Exhibition enkatite various aspects of the work of Modigliani.
The Exhibition is also based upon his invaluabbandings which show the essential features of
Modigliani.

His graphic works, although often pushed in thekgemund, are as brilliant and talented as those by
Matisse or Picasso, they are paramount to the stadeting of his plastic work and will therefore e

in the limelight here.

It is only after many attempts in various fieldsatt Modigliani found his own style,

Physically diminished, he had to renounce sculptyrimuch to his despair, he then tried other style
before reaching a sad and dark sided form of Ingwagsm.

His art, atypical for his time, is fraught withlitmn, Impressionist, Fauvist, Cubist and primitAne

leads.

The works on show enable visitors to capture @lghths and influences which opened onto a unique
style faraway from the world and its daily hassles.

This Exhibition together with its Catalogue, witiable the public to discover: not the handsompyco
cat artist, full of cliches from his Italian hometh driven by alcohol, drugs and love affairs, &ut
genuinely exceptional painter, whose search foptbhéund part in the models of the works he painte
showed his longing for attachment rather than arilze.

The Catalogue is there to show that Modiglianosaerns were similar to those of the artists batung
to the Parisian Avant-Garde of those days.
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
